SECULAR FRANCISCAN ORDER
Preparation for Profession
Interview and Assessment


Instructions:

1. Set a time with the candidate at least a month prior to the profession date for an interview to certify the candidate's readiness to make the SFO their way of life.

2. Give each Candidate a copy of the form Preparation for Profession: Candidate's Statement. Instruct the candidate to complete this form and bring it to the interview. The Spiritual Assistant and the Formation Director interview each candidate individually so that they may validate their conclusions about the readiness of each candidate for profession.

3. The Spiritual Assistant and the Formation Director may use questions from Interview Prior To Profession. 
a. IT IS ALSO HELPFUL FOR THEM TO REVIEW GUIDELINES FOR INITIAL FORMATION IN THE SECULAR FRANCISCAN ORDER IN THE UNITED STATES.

4. After their interviews are completed, they discuss their findings and fill out the form Interview Prior to Profession.

5. At the Council Meeting prior to the profession, the Spiritual Assistant and the Formation Director share the completed forms and information with the Council. The Fraternity Council members consider the candidate's statements, responses to the interview questionnaire and the assessments of the Formation Director and Spiritual Assistant and ask for explanations and/or clarification as necessary to evaluate the candidate's readiness for profession.

6. After due and prayerful consideration, the council votes, bv secret ballot*, on the candidate's readiness for profession. The vote may be:

YES - Candidate is ready for profession.

NO - Candidate is not ready for profession.

NEEDS MORE TIME - Candidate needs more time for discernment of their vocation.

7. The Fraternity Council notifies the candidate and the Fraternity of its decision.
